clearly shows that we without a doubt made the right decision at an early stage,” he states. ~ Logos download
“We believe that we have the same responsibility towards everyone involved in our Swiss trade
show and our regional event in Neuss and would also like to counter the growing uncertainty with
regard to the feasibility of hosting major events.”

At present, all large-scale events in Germany have only been banned until 31st August 2020.
Nevertheless, it is currently unclear as to when the hosting of both national and international shows
and exhibitions will really be possible again. Even if such events could be held, Stefan Dreischarf
believes that they would only be attended by a limited number of visitors. Nobody knows how the CONTACT
pandemic will develop over the next few months and whether the measures currently in place will
help to contain the virus. Protecting people’s health needs to remain the top priority, even though
economic aspects do, of course, also need to be considered. “A trade show that industry experts
